(Abstract)

The detention of the debtor is a means of implementation and forced
labor, the objective of which is to pressure the recalcitrant debtor to
meet his religion, because of its importance; it affects the freedom has
taken account of the laws and regulations that have developed
specific procedures for certain terms and conditions should be
available to imprisonment; it is an effective and efficient means but
not resorted to only if no other implementation methods and
appeared the intransigence of the debtor, and the effects of the
attention of laws and regulations and the subject of the imprisonment
