The Political, Administrative and Cultural Role of the Uyghur
Tribes in the Mongol Empire to The Timorese Era

(605-912A.H / 1209-1506 A.D)
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Abstract

The study tackles the political, administrative, cultural role of
the tribes of Uyghur in the state of Mongol from the reign of
Chinggis Khan to the reign of Timorese state (from 605 H -
1209 AD to 912 H - 1506 AD). The study highlights the
historical importance of Tribes of Uyghur who backed the
Mongols in their conquests and educated the illiterate Mongols’
nation administratively and culturally. Tribes of Uyghur are
Turkish tribes who inhibited Mongolia lands since ever. They
passed through numerous phases, which shaped its political and
cultural history. Staring with their alliance with the state of
“Huns”, by which historians always start the Turkish history.
Then, its alliance with the tribes, which constituted the authority
of the state of “Kok Turk,” from which the origin of the word
Turk is taken. Until they succeeded in forming a Uyghur state in
127 H / 745AD, which survived for 100 years until, the tribes of
Kyrgyz in 226 H /840 AD demolished it. Since then, they
started to live in scattered small Uyghur states in Turkestan, in
its east, which was known as Uyghur Idiqut, and in its West,



which was known as the state of Kara-Khanid. At the first stages
of the connection between the state of Uyghur and Mongols,
Chinggis Khan realized it's importance for his state especially
Mongols were under the reign of Uyghur for more than 100
years and they lived side by side until they have been broken up
by the attack of the state of Kyrgyz. This might be the reason
behind Chinggis Khan early putting his trust in them and
surrounding his sons by them, which became an approach for
his successors. They have been appointed in all fields,
politically as ministers and consultants, militarily as warriors,
administratively as registrars, accountants, and local officers and
culturally as teachers and translators. They were given the credit
for The Mongols alphabet and recording Mongols history as
they discovered the art of printing before the Chinese. In return,
they gained prestigious social positions and a lot of privileges
which increases their power in the reign of Glylg Khan and
they participated in the disputes on Crown ascending after his
death which urged Minko Khan to restrain their power and got
rid of some of their officers in The Mongols Empire. However,
they constituted in the era of Khubilal khan the elite working in
his state and government in number and position. Uyghur
language has been spread when Cagatayca people occupied
Turkistan and Transoxiana. It became the official language of
the administration, government, and society after Mongol
Khanates embraced Islam and since then they led the prosperity
of the Timorese state by continually playing their cultural and
administrative role, which has been transmitted to serve
Timorlank and his successors. This has greatly improved the
Uyghur language, which was known at that time by Cagatayca
language. A lot of scholars, scientists, poets and writers
ascended from Uyghur, which led to the prosperity of cities,
which has been turned into scientific centers .
