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Abstract

The present study aimed to identify future anxiety in relation to the
achievement motivation and the components of each, and to verify the
differences between each of the Science track students and the literary track
students in the relationship of future anxiety and achievement motivation.
And to know whether there is a difference in the strength of the relationship
between future anxiety and achivement motivation among the respondents
with different cumulative rates (high - medium - low). The researcher used
the descriptive method where the sample consisted of (300) students (150)
students from the science track and (150) students from the literary track. The
researcher used the initial data questionnaire prepared by the current
researcher, the future anxiety scale by Zeinab shugair, (2005), the
achievement motivation scale by Kamal hozain (2014), and the psychological
compatibility scale prepared by ljlal Sara (1986).also To verify the study
hypotheses, the researcher used Pearson correlation coefficient, T-test,
ANOVA, Factor Analysis with VARIMAX rotation and Partial correlation.
The results revealed a negative correlation between future anxiety and
achievement motivation. And the existence of a negative correlation between
each of the dimension of achievement motivation (goal setting, ambition,
perseverance) and the dimension of future anxiety (despair of the future).
There is also a negative relationship between future anxiety and achievement
motivation while isolating the overall degree of psychological compatibility
variable. In addition to that there are no statistically significant differences in
future anxiety with levels of GPA. And There are no statistically significant
differences in future anxiety and achievement motivation as well as different
academic track. In light of the results of the study the researcher has Suggest
a number of recommendations , including the work of guidance programs to
teach students how to properly deal with fut
